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Academic Honesty Policy  
 

 
Banta Elementary School expects students to do their own homework, to test without using unauthorized 
help and to submit original work for all assignments. We expect students will not cheat. Students are to 
deny all requests to copy class work, homework and tests. 

Students shall not misrepresent test materials, research information, and class work and/or homework 
assignments as their own.  Academic dishonesty includes but is not limited to the following: 

¶ Turning in any work, or part thereof, that is not the studentôs own work 

¶ Using electronic devices to cheat, including but not limited to looking up, photographing, recording 
or texting information 

¶ Copying another studentôs or authorôs work or class assignment 

¶ Allowing another student to copy your work or your assignment 

¶ Putting your name on another studentôs paper/project/work 

¶ Using a ñcheat sheetò or any unauthorized piece of writing on a quiz/test 

¶ Taking materials, tests or teacherôs editions from the teacher 

¶ Giving another student help on an individual quiz/test 

¶ Using any material from the internet without proper citation and appropriate credit 

¶ Tampering with the teacherôs grade records or tests (this offense is suspendable or expellable) 

¶ Stealing and/or selling quizzes or exams (this offense is suspendable or expellable) 
 
The classroom teacher is responsible for determining if cheating has occurred.

Accelerated Reader  
 

Accelerated Reader is a program designed to motivate students to read while allowing 
them to move at their own pace and level of ability.  Students read books from our list of 
150,000 Accelerated Reader titles and take a computerized test to check their              
comprehension.  Incentives are based on points and students are recognized for reaching 
different levels of achievement in the program.   
 
When a student reaches 10 points, they will receive their first incentive.  Students will  
receive further incentives at 25, 50, 75, 100, 125, 150, and so on.    Every 100 points      
students will receive a certificate, a medal, and recognition during the Pride Assembly.

Attendance  
 

The State of California and the Banta Elementary School District expect children to be in school unless 
they are ill.   A doctorôs note may be required after three consecutive days absent or 10 total absences. 
Our Office staff telephones parents on the first day of a childôs absence. If you know your child is going 
to be absent, please call the school office and give us this information.

After School Sports  
Students in 5th - 8th grades may elect to participate in school based organized sports teams.  In order for 
students to participate, parents must sign a permission slip to allow their child to play, and to give the 
school permission to call for treatment in case a serious accident occurs.  In order to play sports, students 
must also display appropriate behavior in school, show good character and sportsmanship, show respect 
towards their coach at all times, and maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA.

Behavior Support  
In an effort to support a safe learning environment that is conducive to learning, the principal will  
support the classroom teachers of Banta School by maintaining a discipline log in the office.  This  
discipline log will be available to parents upon request, and will help the school  track the behavioral   
incidents of students.  The computerized student information system will also be used to maintain       
 discipline records.      

  Birthdays  
 

If you would like to bring treats for your childôs birthday, please remember that they must be purchased 
from a commercial establishment.  Teachers need to know in advance if you are planning on bringing in 
a special treat for the class.  Treats should be brought in at the beginning of the day, so that they can be 
passed out right before recess time.  Please do not bring anything that needs to be sliced, cut, or poured. 
Paper towels or napkins should also be provided to ease in the distribution of the snack.   
 
No balloons, gifts, party items, gift bags, or other party materials may be brought to school for a  
studentôs birthday.  Please do not have your child pass out private party invitations during class unless 
all members of the class are invited to the party.   
 

 

Breakfast and lunch Programs  

 Students may buy breakfast before school or at the 10:00 recess for $1.50.  Lunch can also be   
purchased from the cafeteria for $3.25, while milk can be purchased for 50 cents.  Menus are published 
and sent home monthly. Applications for free and reduced lunches are distributed to all students at the       
beginning of the school year. Those who qualify for either program should return the completed form to 
the school office.  The school office will attempt to contact a parent/guardian to notify when a child has 
charged multiple lunches.  
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Cafeteria Helpers  
 

At Banta, we believe in lending a hand to make the work lighter!  Each day students help set 
up and take down the cafeteria for lunch.  5th-8th graders are in teams and take turns every four weeks 
doing school cafeteria service. 
 

¶ 3rd graders will set up lunch tables at the 10:00 recess 

¶ 4th-8th graders will wipe tables and put tables away. A schedule will be developed by the office. 

¶ 8th graders will set up for basketball and volleyball games (Only if needed). 
 
 

Cell Phone Policy  
 

A student may possess a cellular telephone on school property, but the phone must be turned off until the 
child leaves campus.  The cell phone must remain off, not on vibrate, and concealed in a personal     
backpack. Students are not allowed to carry cell phones in pockets. 
 

¶ Use of cell phones while on a field trip shall be at the discretion of the bus driver and teacher. 

¶ Cell phones can not be used at school dances. 
 
The student who possesses a cellular phone shall assume responsibility for its care. At no time shall  
Banta Elementary School be responsible for preventing theft, loss, or damage to cell phones brought  
onto its property. Phones will be forfeited by any student who fails to abide by the terms of this policy. 

 

 

Character Counts at Banta  
 
We all want kids to have good valuesðand strong character, but good  
character doesnôt just happen.  At Banta, we believe that it is up to each of  
us to lay a solid foundation for character development by teaching children 
right from wrong and by acting as positive role models. 
 
The purpose of CHARACTER COUNTS is to fortify the lives of  
Americaôs young people with ethical values called the ñSix Pillars of  
Character.ò These values, which transcend divisions of race, creed,  
politics, gender and wealth, are: trustworthiness, respect, responsibility,  
fairness, caring and citizenship. 
 

Confiscated Items  
Confiscated items must be picked up on or before the last day of school.  Confiscated items not picked 
up will be discarded. 
 

Consequences for Misbehavior  
 

Each classroom teacher will send home information regarding their own classroom rules and 
consequences.  Students who choose not to follow school rules outside of the classroom will receive a 
referral, and parents will be notified.  Consequences for misbehavior will be determined by the severity 
of the offense and the previous conduct of the student.  Examples of usual consequences include after 
school detention, sitting on the bench at recess, alternate placement to complete school assignments,  
detention and suspension.  Teachers can also utilize California Education code 48910 and suspend a 
 student from the classroom for two days.   
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Detention  
Detention will be served on the following Monday, after school.  If a student does not serve the          
detention, the teacher will contact the parent and double the detention time.  A student who continues to 
not serve detention ("no show") will receive a disciplinary referral. 
           

Display of Affection  
 
Students shall refrain from displays of affection. Students are not to hold hands, hug, kiss or        
demonstrate other similar acts of affection. In unusual circumstances involving sorrow or extreme joy, 
hugging is natural and acceptable.  Studentôs will be warned once, regarding displayôs of affection.   
Repeated incidents will be reported to parents.  Administrative Detention is determined by the Principal 
or his/her designee. It is defined as, but not limited to: Alternative Placement, Before or After       
School Detention, Community Service, Campus Beautification, In-House Suspension, Lunch            
Detention and Recess Detention. 

Dress Code  
 
The primary responsibility for student dress and appearance rests with the parents. The primary purpose 
of school is education. Therefore, all aspects of school must be considered with that objective in mind. 
As a guide, students should be dressed in clothing that would be appropriate in the workplace 
 
DRESS CODE GUIDELINES 
1. Wearing apparel shall be neat, clean, safe, and not disruptive to instructional activities. 
2. Crude or vulgar commercial lettering or printing, and pictures depicting occult messages, weapons, 
drugs, tobacco, alcoholic beverages, racial/ethnic slurs, unauthorized group affiliation or that are 
sexually suggestive, on shirts, sweatshirts and other wearing apparel are not acceptable. 

3. Clothing which advertises substance use, contains foul language, promotes negative moral or  ethical 
values, or espouses racism, sexism or gang affiliation is not allowed. 

4. Such items as beach attire, nightwear, hair rollers, bedroom slippers, short shorts/skirts or unsafe 
accessories are not allowed.  

5. All shorts, skirts, dresses, shirts and pants need to be an appropriate length and size so as not to   
expose a studentôs undergarments. As a general measure, shorts, skirts or dresses should not be 
shorter than a student extending their fingertips down the side of the leg. Some exceptions can be 
made for very tall students. 

6. Baseball caps, hats, knit caps, visors, and hoods can not be worn indoors. Caps cannot be worn 
backwards on campus. 

7. Any bandanas which are folded or worn in a gang fashion or are determined to be representative of 
a gang affiliation by the site administration will not be allowed on campus. 

8. Wallets may not have chains hanging from them. 
9. Tank tops must not have oversized arm holes, and must have straps at least 1 inch wide. 
10.  Pants must fit at the waist and should not be more than one size too large. Sagging is not permitted.  
11. Students need to wear shoes that will allow them to run and play. No slides, slippers, cleats,  
       platform shoes, flip flops, pool shoes, sandals or shoes without straps on the back. 
1. No holes or tears that are revealing (i.e. tears above the finger tips).  

 

Specific Guidelines for Grades K -3 
 

1. Sun dresses with thin straps are permitted, as long as they fit the student properly. 
2. Tank tops with spaghetti straps are permitted. 
3. No hooped earrings may be worn to school. 
4. No Make-up can be worn 
5. All sandals must have a strap on the back and be closed toe. 
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Specific Dress code Guidelines for Grades 4 -8  
 

1. Clothing must be modest. No low-cut shirts, strapless tops, off the shoulder tops,  halter-tops, tube 
tops, see-through, fishnet, sheer fabrics, cleavage exposing ,backless tops or bare midriff tops are 
permitted.  

2. Pants, shorts, skirts and dresses can not be tight fitting. Students are to come to school dressed for 
learning and for playing. 

3. All shirts must be long enough so that they cover the midriff when arms are raised over head.  
4. Sundresses or shirts with spaghetti straps are not to be worn to school. 
5. Shirts must cover all bra straps. Bra straps are not considered decorative or desirable at school. 
6. Yoga pants and leggings must be thick enough as to not be see-through, and must be worn with a 
shirt long enough to cover the posterior. 

7. Seventh and eighth grade girls may, with parental approval, wear light make-up. 
8. No slides, slippers, cleats, platform shoes, flip flops, pool shoes, sandals or shoes without straps on 
the back. 

9. No jewelry that can possibly cause an injury can be worn at school.  No long chains, no nose rings, 
spiked jewelry, or excessively large hoops can be worn. 

 
In order to discourage the influence of gangs and gang related apparel:    
 

1. Old English style writing on clothing or notebooks is prohibited.  
2. No macram® or other types of rosaries are allowed. Metal crosses on metal chains are allowed.  
3. No red, blue or other colored shoelaces.  
4. No Sunglasses, belt buckles with initials or red, blue or brown web belts can not be worn at school. 
5. Bandanas of any type of color, either worn in hair or displayed in clothing are not allowed. 
 
Because unauthorized group-related symbols are constantly changing, definitions of unauthorized group-
related apparel may be reviewed and updated whenever related information is received by  
administrators.  

Consequences for Dress Code Violations  
 

Students who are considered to be in violation of the Banta Elementary School Dress  
Code shall be referred to the principal. 
 
First offense: The studentôs parent/guardian shall be contacted and may be asked to meet with school 
staff. The student will call home for a change of clothes if necessary. 
 
Second offense: The studentôs parent/guardian shall be contacted and may be asked to meet with 
school staff. The student will call home for a  change of clothes if necessary. The student shall be         
assigned after school detention as determined appropriate by the principal or the designee. 
 
Third offense: The studentôs parent/guardian shall be contacted and may be asked to meet with school 
staff. The student will call home for a change of clothes. The principal or the designee shall assign the 
student five hours of community service to be performed within thirty calendar days. 
 
Fourth and subsequent offenses: The student shall be suspended for a period of 1-5 days as determined 
by the principal or the designee.  

Field Trips  
 

All field trips are arranged by bus. Private vehicles are not allowed for field trip transportation of         
children or chaperones at any time.  All children on field trips must be enrolled in the participating class 
at Banta. Teachers must have completed a Banta School District Field Trip Permission Form as well 
have a copy of student emergency forms in their possession for each student during the field trip.   
 
Students who attend field trips will ride the school/charter bus to the site, and will return on the 
school bus to the school site.  Parents can not check students out while on a field trip.   
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Food at School  
  
 
Banta School  recognizes that student wellness and proper nutrition are related to studentsô physical  
well-being, growth and development, and readiness to learn. We are  committed to   providing a school 
environment that promotes student wellness, proper nutrition, nutrition education, and regular physical 
activity as part of the total learning experience. In a healthy school environment, students will learn 
about and participate in positive dietary and lifestyle practices that can improve student achievement.  
Energy drinks of any variety are not permitted in the school. Potato chips, Takis and other snack foods 
are limited to packages of 10 oz. or less.  No large bags for sharing are permitted.  Soda pop, although 
discouraged, is allowed in 12 oz. cans or less.  Outside fast food is highly discouraged, and should be 
limited to once a week if necessary.   
  
All food brought into school for classroom parties must be prepared by a licensed food preparation 
facility (i.e. bakery, grocery store, commercial food distributor).   
 

Graduation Ceremony Dress Code for 8th Graders  
All students will wear a blue graduation cap and gown.  Gowns will be distributed to students one week 

prior to the ceremony. 
The dress for the event can be categorized as semi-formal. 
Girls: 

¶ Girls will have a shoe check in class prior to Graduation 
¶ High heeled shoes must be no higher than ONE inch - NO PLATFORMS 
¶ Spiked heels are not allowed due to possible damage to the gym floor. 
¶ No flip flops/slippers 
¶ Cowboy boots or Converse type shoes are allowed 

¶ Dresses of a youthful nature, no longer than tea length (mid-calf), no shorter than five inches 
above the knee; no backless, strapless or halter dresses or dresses with spaghetti straps.     
Formal gowns are not appropriate. 

¶ Low cut tops are not appropriate. 
¶ Dress pants and a blouse are acceptable 

Boys: 
¶ A nice pair of slacks and a dress shirt with a belt is appropriate. 
¶ All shirts must be tucked in. 
¶ A tie is recommended 
¶ Formal tuxedos are not appropriate 
¶ No slippers/flip flops/slides, pool shoes, or sandals with socks 

 

Graduation Expectations  
If a student completes the academic requirements and is promoted to high school unconditionally, he or 
she will receive a graduation certificate. However, all of the accompanying activities (dance, graduation 
ceremony, end-of-the-year activities, etc.) are privileges that are earned through appropriate and           
responsible behavior, and adherence to academic standards.   
 
 
 

Health Screenings  
 

Throughout the year  routine vision, oral health and hearing testing is done on state mandated grade 
levels.  If you do not want your child screened, California Law states that a parent or guardian needs to 
fill out a request in writing to the principal or the school nurse that he/she will not consent to the physical 
examination of his child. (C.E.C.4945 1).

Health Products  
According to Assembly Bill 10, schools must provide feminine hygiene products in their upper grades 
student restrooms, free of charge.  Our upper grades girlôs bathroom will have pads stocked in a          
machine, for student use.  Girls who require alternative products should see the school nurse.   
 

Homework  

 
Homework is an integral part of the total educational program. The assignment of homework may vary 
according to the grade level, teacher and individual student. Each teacher will explain his or her   
homework policy, in the packets for parents, during Back-to-School Night and at the first trimester    
conference time. If you have any questions, please contact the teacher for clarification. Parents are      
encouraged to help students complete homework assignments by: 
 
1. Providing a quiet place to work 
2. Showing an interest in the assignment 
3. Assisting in acquiring needed books, data, etc. 
4. Assisting, as needed, without doing the homework itself 
5. Notifying the teacher if homework when questions or concerns arise 
 
The amount of homework varies from grade to grade, from course to course, and from week to week. 
Generally, students in grades K-3 are expected to have an average of 30 minutes of homework four/five 
nights per week, student in grades 4-5 are expected to have an average of one hour of homework four/
five nights per week, and students in grades 6-8 are expected to have an average of an hour and half of 
homework four/five nights per week. Late assignments may be accepted for partial credit, according to 
teacher guidelines. 

Honor Society  
 
At the end of each trimester, students in grades 4th through 8th who have at least a 3.0 grade point 
average in math, science, reading, social studies and language arts with no Dôs or Fôs in any subjects are 
recognized as honor society students.  Those students with at least a 3.8 grade point average are 
recognized on the Principalôs honor roll with a certificate.  Students who maintain honor roll status for 
the entire school year, will be honored at the end of the year with a field trip and certificate.  Students 
will also be awarded annual certificates for having received three consecutive trimesters of honor roll in 
any given year.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Illness  
¶ Students will be sent home if they have a fever, are vomiting, or have diarrhea.   
¶ If a child is sent home for fever, vomiting or diarrhea, they need to stay home for 24 hours after their 
symptoms stop without medication. 

 

Immunizations  
Due to current changes in the California State Law, all students are required to comply with the           
immunization guidelines, before entry into the next grade span.  For questions regarding immunizations, 
please see the school nurse.  Please note that there is no longer a personal belief  exemption, and all 
students must be caught up by the end of 6th grade.

Library Fines  
According to Education Code 48904(b), the parent or guardian of a minor shall be liable to a school  
district for all property belonging to a school district loaned to the minor and not returned upon demand 
of an employee of the district authorized to make the demand. This includes textbooks and library  
materials. Students must compensate the District for damaged and/or lost library and textbooks as  
follows:  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
After receiving a textbook, the student must carefully inspect its condition. The student has five (5) 
school days after receiving a textbook to report damage to the library. After this grace period, the student 
and parent/guardian are liable for all damages. 

 

Independent Study  

Independent Study contracts are available for those students who must be absent from school for 5 days 

or more for reasons other than illness or doctor appointments.  Please notify the office and the classroom 

teacher at least two school days before the dates of the absence.  This program requires a contract to be 

signed by a parent and student before beginning the Independent Study.  All assigned work needs to be 

brought to the office within one week of returning from Independent Study.  Students on Independent 

Study are not eligible for perfect attendance. 

 

Leaving School During the Day  

Students may not leave our campus during the school day unless they are checked out by a parent/

guardian in the office.  When parents need to check students out of school, they should come to the office 

to sign the register.  This procedure enables us to know which children are not in school at any given 

time, as well as to ensure their safety.  Please try to make appointments after school hours, as  students 

fall behind when they are not in class.  

 

LOST and FOUND  
Lost and found items such as water bottles, jackets, sweaters, backpacks, etc., are kept on the stage in the 

gymnasium. Intermittent announcements are made throughout the trimester for lost and found "student 

pick up." During the last week of the trimester, we make announcements to remind students to look 

through the lost and found items. At the end of each trimester, any unclaimed items will be taken to      

Interfaith Ministries.

Make up Work for Children Out Ill  

 
If your child has to be out of school for more than one day because of illness, you may request work for 
him or her. Please call the school office as soon as possible and the teacher will have the work ready for 
you in the office before school on the day after you call. 
 

MEDICATION AT SCHOOL  
 

All medication, prescription and over-the-counter, must follow California State Health and Safety 
Codes and district policy.  The school nurse will give your child medication at school if the following 
guidelines are met:   

1. Parent and physician will complete the District Prescribed Medication Dispensed in  School-
form.  (You may obtain this form in the school office). 

2.   Bring medication to the school office in a pharmacy labeled bottle that includes student     
 name, medication name, dosage and directions for administering. 

3. Prescribed Medication Dispensed in School form.must be updated yearly, by physician.  
4. The School nurse will contact parents when refills are needed.  Parents are responsible     
forgetting medication refills, so that the student does not miss any school doses. 

5. In regards to breathing machines, please provide two sets of mouth pieces and tubing for the 
machine.  If the machine is not working correctly, the parent needs to replace it, in a timely 
manner. 

6. Parents are responsible for supplying any needed medical supplies for their child, such as 
test strips, syringes, ketone strips, glucose tablets, etc. 

7. Students may not carry medication, or share medications including over the counter        
medications on campus. 

8. If a student needs crutches or casts, students must have a doctors note listing restrictions  
when they return. 

9. All medications not picked up by the parents at the end of the year, will be disposed of.   

 

Messages for Students  

 
To minimize classroom interruptions, please discuss after-school care and plans with your children      
before they leave for school. Messages are difficult and time-consuming for the office staff, as well as 
very disruptive to the classroom. We realize there are unavoidable circumstances that may necessitate a 
student receiving a message during the school day. However, we do appreciate your cooperation in   
keeping interruptions to an absolute minimum. 
 

No Dogs on Campus  
 

As a safety precaution we ask that you not bring dogs on campus before, during, or after school.  
 Not all people are comfortable around dogs, and not all dogs are comfortable around people. 

 

 

No Wheels on Campus  
 

Please remember that skateboards, roller blades and scooters are not allowed on school grounds at any 
time.  This includes tennis shoes with pop-out wheels. Bicycles should be walked on the school 
grounds. 
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  Office Telephone  
 

The office phone is a business telephone and is available for student use in an emergency.  Phone calls 
for forgotten books, homework, after school plans, etc. may be restricted.   

 

 

Parental Consent for Insurance Billing in Schools  
 

Banta School District participates in the Local Education Agency Medi-Cal Billing Option Program     
offered through the California Department of Health Care Services and the Centers for Medicaid           
Services. The program allows for the school district to receive federal reimbursement funds for some 
health services provided to Medi-Cal eligible students while they are at school. The funds are reinvested 
back into the school programs to benefit students and their families.   

Banta School District can bill Medi-Cal/  insurance for assessments and services for students who have 
and Individualized Education Plan (IEP), as well as for students who, upon assessment, do not qualify 
for Special Education services. The areas of service include speech, psychology, occupational therapy,  

physical therapy and nursing services.  

Consistent with the following Codes of Federal Regulations: 

34 CFR 300.154(d)(2)(iv), 34 CFR 300.154(d)(2)(v), 34 CFR 99.30 and 34 CFR 300.622: 

¶ Parental consent must be obtained before Banta School District can submit insurance claims for the 
studentôs billable health     services. This is a one-time consent that can be revoked by the parent at 
any time. 

¶ The services that Banta School District provides to the student will not be affected in any way by the 
parentôs consent or refusal. 

¶ The parent/student will never pay a fee for health services provided to the student by Banta School 
District. The parent/studentôs Medi-Cal benefits will never be affected in any way. 

¶ The studentôs medical/educational records may be disclosed to Medi-Cal for the purpose of            
authenticating claims. 

¶ Banta School District will provide annual written notice to parents before accessing their childôs 
Medi-Cal benefits. 

By signing the handbook declaration page, under Medi-Cal billing: If my child becomes eligible for 
Medi-Cal, I authorize Banta School to release student information for the limited purposes of Medi-Cal 
billing and to access Medi-Cal health insurance and services
